THE COMMUNION OF THE PEOPLE 

Celebrant:  The Gifts of God for the People of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you, and 
feed on him in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving. 
 

Please come forward to receive Communion, receiving the Bread while standing or kneeling at the altar 
rail.  While receiving both the Bread and the Wine is tradition, receiving the Bread alone constitutes full 
participation in this Holy Communion. (Gluten free Bread available upon request). 
 
To also receive the Wine, you may remain at the altar rail to drink from the chalice; please do not dip or 
intinct the Bread into the Wine.   
 
If you would like a blessing instead, cross your arms and the priest will bless you. If a person desires to 
receive the Sacrament, but, by reason of extreme sickness or physical disability [or pandemic], is unable 
to eat and drink the Bread and Wine, the Celebrant is to assure that person that all the benefits of 
Communion are received, even though the Sacrament is not received with the mouth. (BCP, p. 457)
